The permittee shall allow any authorized Commission representative to enter the permittee's premises where a wastewater source is located or in which records are
required to be kept under the terms and conditions of this permit, at any reasonable time, to have access to and copy any applicable records, to inspect process facilities,
treatment works, monitoring methods or equipment or to take samples, as authorized by Section 49-17-21 of the Code. In the event of investigation during an emergency
response action, a reasonable time shall be any time of the day or night. Follow-up investigations subsequent to the conclusion of the emergency event shall be
conducted at reasonable times. [11 Miss. Admin. Code Pt. 6, R. 1.1.4.A(17).]

Signatory Requirements - Application Signatures

All permit applications shall be signed as follows:

(1) For a corporation: by a responsible corporate officer. For the purpose of this Section, a responsible corporate officer means: (i) a president, secretary, treasurer or
vice president of the corporation in charge of a principal business function, or any other person who performs similar policy - or decision-making function for the
corporation, or (ii) the manager of one or more manufacturing, production, or operating facilities provided, the manager is authorized to make management decisions
which govern the operation of the regulated facility including having the explicit or implicit duty of making major capital investment recommendations, and initiating
and directing other comprehensive measures to assure long term environmental compliance with environmental laws and regulations; the manager can ensure that the
necessary systems are established or actions taken to gather complete and accurate information for permit application requirements; and where authority to sign
documents has been assigned or delegated to the manager in accordance with corporate procedures.

(2) For a partnership or sole proprictorship: by a general partner or the proprietor, respectively; or

(3) For a municipality, State, Federal, or other public agency: by cither a principal executive officer or ranking elected official. [11 Miss. Admin. Code Pt. 6, R. 1.1.2.C.]
