FACILITY DESCRIPTION

Toyota Boshoku Mississippi, LLC (“TBMS”) is an existing facility that is primarily engaged in the manufacturing of automotive door trims and interior components. The facility’s operations fall under SIC Code 3714 (Motor Vehicle Parts and Accessories) (NAICS 336360).

The overall facility operations consist of welding, coating and cleaning activities, urethane seat foam formulation, spray adhesive application, and a plastic molding injection process.  Additionally, the facility owns and operates two (2) 855 HP diesel-fired emergency engines, one (1) 110 HP diesel-fired emergency fire water pump engine, various storage tanks, and natural gas-fired space heating equipment. 

PROJECT/PERMIT ACTION DESCRIPTION

On December 3, 2021, TBMS submitted an application requesting a reissuance of its existing Synthetic Minor Operating Permit (SMOP) with a minor modification.  The minor modification consists of the addition of two (2) new automated welding machines, each controlled by an air filtration unit.  Additionally, the facility has requested to eliminate the existing hazardous air pollutant (HAP) emission limits given that the maximum HAP emissions (both individual and total) are below the applicable major source thresholds (i.e. 10 tons per year (tpy) for each individual HAP; 25 tpy for all HAPs combined).

Based on its maximum production capabilities, TBMS has the potential to emit volatile organic compounds (VOCs) in excess of the applicable Title V threshold (i.e. 100 tpy).  Therefore, in order to maintain its status as a synthetic minor source, the facility has chosen to limit the emission of VOCs to no more than 95.0 tons per year (tpy).

NSPS APPLICABILITY

TBMS owns and operates emergency engines that meet the criteria stated above; therefore, the provisions of Subpart IIII are applicable. 

MACT APPLICABILITY

40 CFR Part 63, Subpart OOOOOO – NESHAP for Flexible Polyurethane Foam Production and Fabrication Area Sources:  The provisions of Subpart OOOOOO are applicable to any plant that produces flexible polyurethane foam or rebond foam or a flexible polyurethane foam fabrication facility.  TBMS produces flexible polyurethane foam at an area source of HAPs; therefore, the provisions of Subpart OOOOOO are applicable.

40 CFR Part 63, Subpart ZZZZ – NESHAP for Stationary Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines:  The provisions of Subpart ZZZZ are applicable to any emergency engine located at an area source of HAPs that commenced construction on or after June 12, 2006.  TBMS owns and operates emergency engines that meet the criteria stated above; therefore, the provisions of Subpart ZZZZ are applicable.

40 CFR Part 63, Subpart XXXXXX – NESHAP for Nine Metal Fabrication and Finishing Source Categories:  The provisions of Subpart XXXXXX are applicable to any facility that primarily engages in one (1) of the nine (9) source categories listed as follows and is an area source of HAPs:

(1) Electrical and Electronic Equipment Finishing Operations
(2) Fabricated Metal Products
(3) Fabricated Plate Work (Boiler Shops)
(4) Fabricated Structural Metal Manufacturing
(5) Heating Equipment, except Electric
(6) Industrial Machinery and Equipment Finishing Operations 
(7) Iron and Steel Forging
(8) Primary Metal Products Manufacturing
(9) Valves and Pipe Fittings

TBMS is not engaged in any of the noted nine source categories and its combination SIC Code / NAICS Code are not specifically stated in Table 1 of Subpart XXXXXX.  Therefore, TBMS is not subject to the provisions of Subpart XXXXXX.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

The 30-day public notice period began on July 20, 2022, with the publication of a notice in the Itawamba County Times and ends August 19, 2022.

RECOMMENDATION

The staff has preliminarily decided to recommend issuance of the permit to the Mississippi Environmental Quality Permit Board as shown in the draft permit.  However, the staff recommendation to the Board will be made only after a thorough consideration of all public comments.
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
