II. NATURE OF BUSINESS

[bookmark: Text1]This facility performs dredge mining of sand and gravel.  The facility also performs ready-mix concrete manufacturing, and these activities are governed by permit number MSG110052.  

III. EFFLUENT AND RECEIVING STREAM FLOW DATA

[bookmark: Text2]The receiving stream is the Pearl River, which is located in the Pearl River Basin and classified as Recreation.  The process wastewater collects in the mine recirculation pond and no discharge occurs under normal operating conditions.  However, discharge via one (1) existing outfall could occur during an extreme rain event that causes the Pearl River to flood into the pond.  At the discharge point, the 7Q10 flowrate of the Pearl River is 1,160 cfs = 750 MGD.  A waste load allocation is not necessary since discharge only occurs during flooding events.      

IV. 303(d) and TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD (TMDL) ISSUES

The Pearl River does appear on the Mississippi 2024 List of Impaired Water Bodies for Aquatic Life Use Support due to pH and pathogens. The facility complies with the following applicable TMDLs:

However, during periods of high water from the Pearl River, the pond can flood, which causes process wastewater to leave the site.  During a calendar year if process wastewater leaves the site only due to flooding, then NODI = 9 shall be reported on the DMR.
