[bookmark: Text2]Aluminum Dynamics, Inc. – Project Phoenix (ADI – Project Phoenix”), located at 249 Langston Circle SE in Columbus, MS  39701, is requesting an optional pre-permit construction pproval from the Mississippi Department ofEnvironmental Quality (MDEQ) in accordance with MDEQ Air Regulations – Title 11 of the MississippiAdministrative Code (11 MAC) Part 2, Chapter 2, Rule 2.15.B.  MDEQ is publishing this notice to provide an opportunity to comment on the proposed project and requested pre-permit construction approval.

ADI – Project Phoenix is a proposed Greenfield aluminum scrap processing and casting facility that will produce recycled aluminum ingot produced from dross (otherwise knowns as melting furnace slag), open-market scrap, and other aluminum feedstocks.  The facility will be categorized under the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Code 3441 – Secondary Smelting and Refining of Nonferrous Metals.  

Based on the proposed operations, ADI – Project Phoenix will be a listed source under the Federal Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) program and Mississippi Administrative Code, Title 11, Part 2, Chapter 5.  Accordingly, emissions from the proposed project are subject to the “100 tons per year” PSD major source threshold for regulated air pollutants.  While the respective uncontrolled potential emission of particulate matter (PM), particulate matter with a diameter less than 10 microns (PM10), particulate mater with a diameter less than 2.5 (PM2.5), nitrogen oxides (NOX), and carbon monoxide (CO) from overall operations would exceed the indicated PSD major-source threshold, ADI – Project Phoenix is proposing federally enforceable emission limits and operational restrictions to ensure the facility-wide emission of each denoted pollutant remains below 100 tons per year.

In addition, the facility has the potential to emit greater than 10 tons per year of a single hazardous air pollutant (HAP) – specifically hydrogen chloride (HCl) – and is subject to applicable major-source requirements under state and federal air quality regulations.

Any person that wishes to provide comments on the requested pre-permit construction approval are invited to submit comments to the attention of Mr. Jaricus Whitlock either electronically at https://www.mdeq.ms.gov/whitlock-jaricus/ or in writing using the address shown above no later 11:59 PM CST on June 15, 2026.  All comments received or postmarked by denoted end-date will be considered in the determination regarding the requested pre‑permit construction approval. After receiving all comments and thorough consideration of all comments, the MDEQ will formulate its recommendations regarding pre-permit construction approval.
